In 1928, someone asked Amelia 
to go on an airplane across the 
Atlantic with two men. And so, 
between June 18th and 19th, she 
was the first woman to fly across 
the Atlantic.

Amelia wanted to fly more. In 
1937, she decided to fly a plane 
all the way around the world. She 
started in Oakland, California. 
But, after 35,000 km, on July 2nd, 
her plane crashed in the Pacific, 
and she died.
